Ambassador of Goodwill Award

A new district-level award honoring Rotarians who travel to another country at their own expense to further the goals and objectives of Rotary

Application Procedure and

Presentation of Pins and Certificates
The application for the Ambassador of Goodwill Award is initiated by the traveling Rotarian.  He or she fills out the application form and sends it by e-mail or mail to the co-chair of the District Friendship Exchange Committee.  An application should be submitted for each trip made by the traveling Rotarian.

The co-chair of the District Friendship Exchange Committee prepares the certificate from the information on the application, has it signed by the district governor and returns the completed certificate and the Ambassador of Goodwill pin to the traveler’s Rotary club president.  The club president also signs the certificate and presents it and the pin to the traveling Rotarian at an appropriate club meeting.  This might be when the traveling Rotarian tells his/her club about his/her experiences in traveling to another country; or it could be during international service month or some other appropriate occasion. 

Because Rotarians frequently travel with spouses and possibly children, it is appropriate also to present traveling spouses and/or children with the Ambassador of Goodwill pin.  However, only the traveling Rotarian will receive an award certificate.  Additional pins should be requested when the application is submitted.

Option: Ambassador of Goodwill pins may be presented to the traveling Rotarians (including spouses and children) prior to their departure.  This can be accomplished in a simple ceremony commissioning the travelers as Ambassadors of Goodwill traveling on behalf of their Rotary club or district and Rotary International.  The pins should be requested in advance if this option is selected.
