Procedures Items Overview for
District’s AGA Administrator
Once your district has received approval from your district governor and district committee, you will need to do several things to get prepared for your district’s members’ receiving an Ambassador of Goodwill Awards.  One action will be to order a supply of pins from Rotary-licensed distributor Naveen Enterprises.  (See http://www.naveenenterprises.info/; e-mail naveen@naveenenterprises.net.  Mr. Naveen is a Bangalore Rotarian.)   We recommend 50 – 100, which should last for several years.
  

There is a generic application form (item B9), but you may want to adapt the current one from District 6380 that is included with the start-up package. 

The original announcement page was designed to be shown in the District 6380 Newsletter when the Ambassador of Goodwill Award was being first introduced.  It can be adapted to fit your district newsletter or other means of communication to club presidents, club secretaries and district staff.
Please Note: There are several items covering the creation of the AGA award certificate in two versions.  The AGA automated certificate is easiest to use.  However, if it doesn't work for you, we originally started with the AGA certificate master, ran it through a color printer, created the information on the AGA certificate template and over-printed it on the printed certificate.  For AGA trip awards following the initial one, there is a series of large numbers in 20% half tone to print over the finished certificate whichever way you do it. 

To help you create appropriate citations for the certificate, we have included the ones we have been using in district 6380.  These citations should include the Rotary activity involved, the Rotary club(s) and district(s) visited and the dates of travel.  All of this information should be on the completed application form.

Finally, we have included in the photo folder a picture of the promotional display for the Ambassador of Goodwill Award we put together for our first district conference.  All of the materials we used and the handouts are included in the materials on this website.
